It looks like our Rosetta Stone criminals have more than just antiquities on their mind.  

 

The Russian Public Security Service and the Russian Criminal Militia Service have both issued an Interpol Red Notice 

and filed a Puzzle Investigators Priority 1 request for information leading to the re -capture of the notorious Vera 

Criminov.  According to our Russian counterparts, an armed assault force attacked the ultra-high security prison on 

Tyumen Island and freed Vera Criminov a month ago, leaving a bronze medallion in her cell. This medallion matches 

the description of the medallion left in the British Museum.
